New drafting of regulations on national numbering plan management (Press Release)

Numbering resources, requested by electronic communications networks and service providers, are assigned by the National Regulatory Agency for Electronic communications and Information Technologies (ANRCETI) according to the procedure of license issuance for the use of those resources. 
This is a clause from the new drafting of the regulations on National Numbering Plan management and Administration, in force since December 26, 2008. The Regulations was developed and adopted by the Agency for the purpose of bringing it into line with the new provisions of the Law on Electronic Communications and National Numbering Plan (NNP). 
The NNP is an official document that establishes the distribution of numbering resources and the structure of number ranges used in electronic communications networks and services.  The numbering resources are scarce resources, managed and assigned to requestors by the Agency, according to the above-mentioned Regulations. It sets for the rules of numbering resources administration, procedures of issuance, modification, suspension and withdrawal of corresponding licenses, as well as the conditions for numbering resource assignment. 
According to the Regulations, the Agency issues licenses for the use of numbering resources on basis of well-grounded applications from persons authorized to provide electronic communications networks and services. In a 15-day timeframe the Agency is bound to take the decision in favor of license issuance or to reject the application. The validity period of such licenses is 10 years, or shorter timeframes, if so requested. Licenses for the use of numbering resources that are issued to holders of licenses for the use of radio frequencies and channels, granted through tenders, are valid for 15 years. 
The Regulations also contains new clauses regarding the assignment of telephone numbers from 38XXXXXX block (X comprises numbers from 0 to 9) for packet-switched electronic communications services IP (NGN), mainly at fixed locations, as well as numbers from the 808XXXXX block for shared cost telephone services. The cost of such services is shared and is paid both by the caller and the called. 
Decision-makers from the Agency specified that these and other new elements were introduced in the Regulations with the view of promoting new electronic communications services and enhancing the demand for the use of numbering resources, designed for such services. They declared that the enforcement of the new Regulations will be beneficial both for providers and users. 

The numbering Resources assigned by the Agency can be used by electronic communications service providers for their own purposes, assigned to own subscribers or other legal persons providing public services. The use of numbering resources without a license or an assignment decision previously issued by the Agency is sanctioned as provided by law. The Regulations provides that the assignment decisions, previously issued by the Agency will be valid through their expiry date.        
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
