MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING IN THE FIELD OF ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATIONS

BETWEEN

THE COMMUNICATIONS COMMISSION, BULGARIA

AND

THE NATIONAL REGULATORY AGENCY IN TELECOMMUICATIONS AND INFORMATICS, MOLDOVA

The Communications Regulations Commission, Bulgaria (CRC) and the National Regulatory Agency in Telecommunications and Informatics, Moldova (ANRTI), hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”,

Proceeding to further extend friendly relations on the basis of equality and mutual benefit,

Recognizing the importance that electronic communications services have in the development of their social and economical welfare of both countries

Considering:

a. Common base for plans and programs, and their readiness to maintain regular contacts and to develop practical cooperation on matters relating to electronic communications services,

b. The benefits that may accrue to both CRC and ANRTI from the cooperation between the two regulatory authorities in matters concerning exchange of information, experience and documentation related to the development of electronic communications services regulation in both countries.

Convinced

of the need for and desirability of grater cooperation between the two authorities:

The parties to this Memorandum of Understanding hereby agree to cooperate with the purpose of exchange of information and experience as follows:

Article 1

The Parties shall exchange, on a regular basis, information concerning the development of policies and strategies on electronic communications in their countries.

Article 2

The Parties shall also exchange, on a regular basis, information on their national electronic communications laws and regulations, including any amendment or modification thereof.

Article 3

The Parties shall exchange all publicly available data on their activities and national electronic communications markets. The data provided shall be updated on an annual basis.

Article 4

Expert level delegations may be exchanged regularly or when appropriate ad hoc for the study of the technical, legal and other aspects of national regulatory activities. The detailed agenda, and the resources involved, of the exchange program shall be tentatively agreed by the end of previous year.

Article 5

The Parties shall, where appropriate, inform and extend invitations to each other on international symposia and conferences organized under their auspices.

Article 6

High level officials of the Parties shall meet regularly for consultations to review the implementation of the present Memorandum, to set the priorities for cooperation within its framework for the next term, and to exchange views and take, where appropriate, joint actions of positions at European and other international for a and organizations related to the communications sector. 

The Parties will review on a biennial basis the results and their cooperation under this Memorandum of Understanding. When appropriate, the Parties will consider the need for improvements in their cooperation and make suitable proposals for modifying the scope of this Memorandum of Understanding.

This Memorandum of Understanding enters into force on the date set forth below, and may be terminated by either party one (1) month upon prior notice to the other.

This Memorandum of understanding is made in four (4) copies in English, each Party keeping two (2) copies.
