ANRCETI announces working session on IP service provision

The National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology (ANRCETI – www.anrceti.md) is inviting fixed and mobile telephony service and network providers to take part in the working session on IP service provision. The session is scheduled for Thursday, June 4th, 14.00, in ANRCETI office, Conference Room. (Stefan cel Mare bd.,134).

VoIP services are known as the transmission of voice communications via IP networks. These comprise not only the Internet network, but also IP-protocol-based networks distinct from the Internet – IP access networks without accessing the Internet. The following are VoIP service protocols: Megaco H.248, MGCP, MIME, RVP over IP, SAPv2, SDP, SGCP, SIP, SCCP. SIP (session initiation protocol) and H.248 are the most widely used open protocols. SIP is a signalling protocol for Internet conferencing, telephony, presence, events notification and instant messaging protocol, gaming, etc.

The purpose of the working session is to discuss aspects related to IP-protocol service provision and regulation of these services. Previously, the Agency approved new version of Regulation on Administration and Management of the National Numbering Plan, providing for assignment of telephone numbers from 38XXXXXX number block (X = 0…9) for IP package-switched electronic communications services (NGN).
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
