IN 2010, ONE MORE MOBILE COMPANY WILL PROVIDE 3G SERVICES

The National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology (ANRCETI) has entered JSC MOLDTELECOM in the Public Register of Providers as a provider of 3G mobile electronic communications services. 

The Agency took this decision after being notified by JSC „MOLDTELECOM” on its 3G network being put into operation and its intention to launch commercial provision of these services. The Agency representatives also attended the technical testing of this network last week.  The testing being completed, the administration of JSC MOLDTELECOM announced that 3G services would be commercially launched within the first three months of 2010.   

In December 2008 ANRCETI issued JSC MOLDTELECOM a license for the use of radio frequencies in the provision of 3G networks and services, thus authorizing the company to provide public 3G networks and services in IMT 2000 system, in compliance with UMTS (W-CDMA) standard. The license conditions make it mandatory on JSC MOLDTELECOM to ensure the 3G network coverage of Chisinau and Balti municipalities  by the end of the first operational year, Comrat municipality, towns  Cahul, Orhei, Ungheni and Soroca – by the end of the second and the other 29 district centers by the end of the third operational year. 
The first two 3G licenses were issued by the Agency in August 2008 to company ORANGE - Moldova, and in September to company "MOLDCELL”. The two companies launched commercial provision of 3G services in Chisinau municipality on November 1, 2008 (ORANGE) and on October 1, 2008 (MOLDCELL).  
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
