EBRD TRAINING PROGRAM FOR ANRCETI HAS STARTED

Last week the training program for ANRCETI specialists started, which had been planned as a part of EBRD technical assistance project „Communications Regulatory Development”.    
The project was launched in October 2009 and is targeted at providing assistance to the Agency in implementation of the new Law on Electronic Communications and harmonization of the national regulatory practices in the sector with EU norms and standards. The project is estimated at 898,3 thousand euro and it is scheduled to last for two years. In august 2009, as a result of a tender, the EBRD designated the executor of the project – consulting company Great Village International Consultants (GVIC) from Canada, together with three more international companies: Incyte Consulting, Development Dynamics (DDL), McLean Foster&Co. and one national company Levintsa&Associets. 

This week the first workshop for ANRCETI specialists was conducted by David Rogerson, director al Incyte Consulting Company from Scotland, expert in telecommunications market economic regulation. The presentations made during the workshop were followed by discussions on current issues related to the reform of telecommunications market structure and regulatory framework, identification and evaluation of relevant markets in a number of countries from the EU and R. Moldova. The workshop participants also examined the draft market analysis carried out by the Agency specialists and advanced proposals for its improvement.  
The next stage of the training program is scheduled to start in January. It will be focused  on economic and technical aspects of interconnection and access to telecommunications infrastructure. The training program will last through 2010. Decision-makers of the Agency consider that the EBRD project will enhance the institutional capacity building and the quality of ANRCETI regulatory activity.     
 The „Communications Regulatory Development” is the second technical assistance project having the regulator as a beneficiary. The first project was offered by USAID in 2000-2002, at the initial stage of the regulator’s existence. 
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
