ANRCETI proceeding to public consultations on draft methodology of interconnection and access costs calculation

Today, the National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology (ANRCETI – www.anrceti.md) has placed on its official Web site, for public consultations, the draft Methodology of FL-LRAIC-based calculation of costs for interconnection and access services. The public consultations will last 20 calendar days. The deadline for submitting recommendations is May 25, 2009.

The Methodology was drafted by the Agency on basis of Art. 43 (1) of the Law on Electronic Communications. It is designed to set the LRIC methodological principles for the development of cist calculation models for electronic communications and access networks and/or services, provided at wholesale, preceding from the basic premise that there is a fully competitive environment, which would determine the providers to set prices for the given services based on the costs incurred by an efficient provider.

According to the Explanatory Note to the draft document, LRIC represents a generic name for a series of methodological approaches to cost calculation, where the relevant cost is related to the extra cost incurred by the provider when he increases the production volume in order to provide the services subject to cost calculation. The generic LRIC series has a number of specific concepts connected with the approaches taken for modelling: LRAIC, FL-LRAIC, TSLRIC, TELRIC.
