95 ECONOMIC ENTITIES WERE GRANTED THE RIGHT TO OPERATE ON ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATIONS AND INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY MARKET  
(Press Release) 
During the first semester of 2009, the National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology (ANRCETI– www.anrceti.md) authorized 76 economic entities to provide electronic communications networks and services and 19 – to provide information technology services.   
The 76 providers got their authorizations under the new general authorization regime, applied by ANRCETI pursuant to the Law on Electronic Communications no. 241-XVI of 15.11.2007, since September 15, 2008. The new authorization regime requires that persons intending to provide public electronic communications networks and services submit to the Agency, at least 7 days before the date scheduled for beginning of activity, a notification to announce of such intention.  The Agency, in maximum 7 days from the notification, must issue a standard informative declaration to confirm the facts of notification and registration of the applicant in the Public Register of Providers, after which the applicant is considered a provider.
Of the 76 providers, 41 are new market entrants, whereas 35 – “old” providers that were authorized by the Agency as their previously issued licenses expired or they renounced their licenses in favor of the new general authorization regime.  Most of these economic entities  - 64 – were granted the right to provide public electronic communications services, of which 34 – Internet access services, 19 -  audiovisual program services, the rest – data transport, telephony and leased line services. 

With reference to the 19 license holders in the information technology sector, the Agency issued 19 licenses for services of projecting, development, implementation of automated information resources and systems of state interest and ensuring their functionality and 18 licenses for services of  development, maintenance and implementation of  software and information systems of state interest.
In this timeframe, the Agency issued, upon request, 57 licenses for the use of numbering resources and 6 – for the use of radio frequencies and/or channels in the provision of public electronic communications services. At the same time, the Agency issued 2013 technical permits for radio-communications stations.   
As of July 1st, 2009 a total of 124 license holders, authorized by the Agency, had the right to  provide electronic communications networks and services, 33 – to provide information technology services and 1013 held licenses for different types of activities in telecommunications and informatics, issued before the application of the new authorization regime.
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
