ANRCETI WARNING MOBILE SERVICE PROVIDER „ORANGE MOLDOVA” (Press Release)

The National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology (ANRCETI – www.anrceti.md) warned mobile company  „Orange Moldova” against noncompliance with a number of obligations contained in the normative acts governing the activities of installation, operation, management, maintenance and/or liquidation of electronic communications networks at the state border of the R. of Moldova and demanded that the company fulfill the requirements. 
On September 24, 2009, JSC „Orange Moldova” filed to the Agency a set of documents in order to be granted the right to install its communications network in village Crihana Veche, district Cahul, situated in the border zone. On September 30 ANRCETI informed JSC „Orange Moldova” about the refusal to grant such a right for the reason that the company failed to submit the full set of documents as provided for by the norms in force and required that the missing documents be added. Later the Agency found that JSC „Orange Moldova” had started the installation works in the border zone without having the right to do so.   

In the warning letter the agency required that JSC „Orange Moldova” stop the works and file all the documents needed to become authorized for this activity.  Unless JSC „Orange Moldova” complies with the legal requirements, the Agency will file the case to court, according to the new Contravention Code.  

This action has been taken by the Agency in order to call the electronic communications providers to order and responsibility in terms of compliance with the laws, normative acts and regulations governing the sector. 
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
