PUBLIC SESSION TO APPROVE CONCESSION PROCEDURE OF LICENSES FOR THE USE OF LIMITED RESOURCES
The Administrative Board of the National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology (ANRCETI – www.anrceti.md) announces public session to approve concession procedure of licenses for the use of limited resources in the provision of electronic communications. The session is scheduled for Thursday, February 25, at 14.00, ANRCETI office, Conference Room (bd. Stefan cel Mare 134). 

The draft was placed on ANRCETI Internet site for public consultations, in the timeframe October 22 – November 2, 2009. To date, ANRCETI received 15 comments and recommendations from JSC Orange, which were included in a synthesis of recommendations, which is available on ANRCETI Internet site.   

The draft was developed by the Agency pursuant to Art.29 and 35 of the Law on Electronic Communications and is targeted at ensuring the necessary regulatory framework for concession of licenses for the use of radio frequencies/channels and numbering resources. The document lays down the types of licenses allowed for concession and the concession procedure.   
According to the Explanatory Note, the draft sets forth the concession procedure for the rights and obligations of providers of electronic communications networks and/or services, including for:

   1) Telephone services provided via public fixed telephone networks with radio access (WLL) and public terrestrial cell mobile networks; 

2) Services of audio-visual programs provided via radio networks or on-air television. 
The document also covers the conditions of concession of licenses for the use of limited resources and contains a sample license concession application.
