COMPANY „ORANGE MOLDOVA” FULFILLED ANRCETI REQUIREMENTS

The National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology (ANRCETI – www.anrceti.md) informs that the mobile operator SA „Orange Moldova” complied to all the requirements ANRCETI established in the warning letter dated October 9, 2009 concerning the company’s noncompliance installing its communications network in village Crihana Veche, district Cahul, situated in the border zone of Moldova. Considering this fact, the Agency Administration ordered case dismissal.  

Last week the Agency warned the company against noncompliance with a number of obligations contained in the normative acts governing the activities of installation, operation, management, maintenance and/or liquidation of electronic communications networks at the state border of the R. of Moldova and demanded that the company stops installation works in village Crihana Veche and presents all the documents necessary to be authorized for conducting such works.   

The company informed the Agency that the works had been stopped and it assumes the obligation to provide all the required documents in order to become authorized for the mentioned works.  
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
