On February 22-23, John Horrocks, expert of the technical assistance project „Communications Regulation Development”, delivered to the National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology (ANRCETI) is coming on a mission to hold several workshops on the current telecommunications problems of interest to both Agency specialists and telecoms operators.

It was launched in October 2009 for a two-year timeframe. The project goal is to provide assistance to the Agency in harmonizing the national regulatory practices with the European Union norms, in implementing a modern, transparent and predictable regulatory framework and in strengthening the institutional capacities of ANRCETI.
