ANRCETI SUMMONS NEW PUBLIC CONSULTATIONS SESSION
The National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology (ANRCETI– www.anrceti.md) invites electronic communications network and service providers, other interested parties to a public consultation session to discuss the draft Administrative Board decision on regulating the access to electronic communications services provided via access codes 1600-1639. The session is scheduled for Thursday, December 24, at 10.00, ANRCETI office, 5th floor, conference room (134, Stefan cel Mare bd.). 
The draft was available on the Agency’s web page for public consultation on December 2 -16, 2009. So far, the Agency received commentaries from JSC MOLDTELECOM and JV Orange Moldova.  
According to the Explanatory Note, the purpose of the draft document is to ensure the end-users access to services provided via access codes 1600-1639 in the interconnected public electronic communications networks and to make the contractual relations between providers of electronic communications networks and services more efficient.       

The document stipulates that providers of public electronic communications networks and services, interconnected under the provisions of the Regulations on Interconnection, must ensure, upon request, the access of the caller to access codes1600-1639, except for the users of roaming services, assigned from the National Numbering Plan on basis of a license for the use of numbering resources, issued by the Agency. It sets forth the obligations of interconnected providers in terms carrying and transferring the calls to the access codes 1600-1639, the use of signaling systems, methods of charging for calls and mutual settlements between providers.   

The draft documents also provides for the abrogation of a previous ANRTI Administrative Board Decision, nr.11 of March 02, 2001 on regulating the IP-telephony services and approving the access deficit tariffs for such services.
