ANRCETI delegation taking part in the World Summit on Information Society

ANRCETI delegation currently is taking part in the World Summit on Information Society (WSIS 2009), held in Geneva, Switzerland, on May 18-22. It is organized by the International Telecommunications Union (ITU), UNESCO, UNDP and UNCTAD, United Nations agencies.

ANRCETI is represented by Mr. Ion Pochin, deputy director and Mrs. Mariana Braescu, senior specialist in ANRCETI. Moldova delegation includes also representatives of the Ministry of Information Development and UNDP Program in Moldova.
The objective of the Geneva Forum is to evaluate the progress in the implementation process of the Action Lines, part of the Plan of Action, adopted at the World Summit on Information Society held in two phases: the first phase of the Summit was held in Geneva in December 2003, where the foundations were laid by reaching agreement on a Declaration of Principles and a Plan of Action on edification of an Information Society for all and the second phase was held in Tunis, in November 2005, adopting the Tunis Commitment and the Tunis Agenda for the Information Society (a delegation of the Republic of Moldova took part in this Forum).

Action lines of the Geneva’s Plan of Actions underline the following aspects:
- ICT applications for a better life;
- Access to knowledge and information;
- Cultural diversity and identity, linguistic diversity and local content;
- Information and communications infrastructure ;
- Building confidence and security in the use of ICT;
- Creating a favorable environment for the development of ICT, including for the use of the entire Internet potential in all spheres of life;
- Enabling environment ;
- Capacity building;
- Regional and international cooperation.
The Forum provides opportunities to network and participate in multi-stakeholder discussions and consultations on WSIS implementation. These include meetings for facilitators, thematic workshops and speed exchanges on critical issues.

The Republic of Moldova joined the ITU as Member State in October 1992.The International Telecommunications Union is an United Nations specialized agency that promotes communications development and standardization policies.
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
