ANRCETI established frequencies under license-free use in the Republic of Moldova

Owners of short range radiocommunication devices have the right to use several categories of frequencies without priorly obtaining a license for the use of radio frequencies/channels or a technical permit. This right is provided for in ANRCETI (www.anrceti.md) Administrative Board Decision on establishing the categories of radio frequencies, for the use of which no general authorization requirements are applied and no license or technical permit is required. The decision became effective on Friday, June 19, as it was published in the Official Gazette.

The Agency worked out and adopted this Decision in order to make the use of radio frequencies/channels more efficient and reasonably managed and to align the national regulatory framework to European standards and norms. It is in compliance with the Recommendation ERC 70-03 of the European Conference of Postal and Telecommunications Administrations (CEPT), which sets forth categories of radio frequencies allowed for free use by owners of short range radiocommunication devices.

The new normative document provides for 13 categories of frequencies to be used license-free by legal and natural persons, owning short range radiocommunication equipment, except cases when they intend to use the said equipment for creating networks in order to provide public radiocommunications services. Every category represents a list of frequencies allowed for certain services, such as operating alarm systems for the security of immovables, automatic road tolling, railway applications, control the movement of models in the air, on land and water, audio wireless systems for concert halls and other stage productions, detecting defects in constructions, etc.

According to ANRCETI decision the 13 categories of radio frequencies are to be used only for short range devises (SRD) of the terrestrial mobile and fixed secondary service duly certified in compliance with the Regulations in force, under the terms provided by the National Frequency Assignment Chart, National Regulations RN035 and CEPT Recommendation ERC 70-03, as well as under the technical conditions that ensure elimination of harmful interference with a primary service, for which the frequencies were previously assigned or are planned to be assigned. The Ministry of Information Development is entitled to establish the harmonized regime for the use of these frequencies. SRD are devices up to 1-2 W power. 
According to the Law on Electronic Communications, ANRCETI issues to authorized providers licenses for the use of radio frequencies or channels in the provision of electronic communications services. The Law enables the Agency to establish the categories of frequencies and channels to be used without a license when it is technically feasible and especially when the risk of harmful interference is reduced. 
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
