ANRCETI ANNOUNCING PUBLIC CONSULTATIONS ON DRAFT PROCEDURE OF PROCEDURE OF LICENSE CONCESSION
The National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology (ANRCETI – www.anrceti.md) is starting public consultations on draft Administrative Board decision on approving the procedure of concession applicable to licenses for the use of limited resources in the provision of public electronic communications services. The consultations are scheduled for October 22 – November 2, 2009. 
The draft document was developed by the Agency pursuant to the Law on Electronic Communications and is targeted at providing the legal framework for concession of licenses for the use of radio frequencies and/or channels and numbering resources. The document establishes the types of licenses that can be subject to concession and the corresponding procedure.   

The draft provides that the following types of licenses granted to providers of public electronic communications networks and services, can be subject to concession, with ANRCETI consent:  
1. Licenses for the use of radio frequencies or channels and/or numbering resources for the provision of electronic communications networks and/or services, including for the provision of fixed telephone networks and services via radio access (WLL) or cell mobile networks and services, audiovisual program networks and services provided via radio or on-air television networks, etc. 

2. Licenses for types of activity: 
- Provision of GSM cell mobile telephone services;

- Provision of CDMA cell mobile telephone services;

3. Technical licenses for:


- Construction and/or maintenance, operation and creation of on-air radio or television stations, cable networks. 
The mentioned licenses can be subject to concession only to providers of public electronic c communications networks, authorized by ANRCETI under the Law on Electronic Communications and the Regulations on General Authorization Regime and License Issuance for the use of limited resources in the provision of public electronic communications networks and services. The concession is carried out either through direct commitment or by tender, applying the procedure of comparative or competitive selection.  More details on the issue are available in the explanatory note to the draft document.
