ANRCETI delegation taking part in international forum on key telecommunications issues

ANRCETI delegation is currently taking part in the forth International Telecommunications Policy Forum (WTPF09), held in Lisbon, Portugal, on April 22-24. It is organized by the International Telecommunications Union (ITU), supported by the Ministry of Public Work, Transport and Communications of Portugal and is attended by representatives of governments, industry and regulators from ITU Member States.
The Forum agenda covers four topic areas:
• Convergence, including Internet-related public policy matters – convergence is the most powerful driving force transforming today’s ICT landscape.
• Next Generation Networks (NGN) –NGN technologies promise seamless worldwide connectivity, regardless of network or equipment type, any time and any place.
• Emerging telecommunication policy and regulatory issues – cyber security, personal data protection and identity management.
• The International Telecommunications Regulations setting out the general principles governing the provision and operation of international communications, which facilitate interconnection and interoperability of telecommunications infrastructure globally, promote efficiency and availability of international telecommunications services.

The issues listed above are reflected in The ITU Secretary-General’s Report, which incorporates the proposals and Opinions of ITU Member States and Sector Members developed during three meetings of the WTPF Informal Experts Group, convened in Geneva during the course of 2008 and 2009.
