ANRCETI AND COMMUNICATIONS REGULATORY COMMISSION (CRC) FROM BULGARIA WILL EXCHANGE EXPERIENCE

The National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology (ANRCETI) and the Communications Regulatory Commission from Bulgaria will create, in the nearest future, expert groups in order to identify the issues of common interest in terms of regulation, in order to subsequently proceed to exchange of experience in these issues.
It is a decision made by Valerii Diozu, ANRCETI director and Valentin Haralambov, CRC Vice Chairman, as a result of a meeting within the Regional Forum NGN and Broadband, Opportunities and Challenges”, held in Chisinau, Moldova, on August 24th -26th 2009, organized by ITU and the Ministry of Information Development of the Republic of Moldova. 

The creation of expert groups is a provision of the previously-signed cooperation agreement on exchange of experience and information pertaining to electronic communications regulation.
The Moldovan regulator is interested to look into the experience gained by their Bulgarian counterparts regarding the development and enforcement of cost calculation methodologies for interconnection and access services, market analysis, separate accounting, implementation of universal service. The Bulgarian experts declared their availability to offer assistance to their colleagues from Moldova in the aforementioned issues as well as in the implementation of other European regulatory standards. 
The agreement signed between the two regulators provides for an exchange of documents and information related to the development and enforcement of sector policies and strategies, legislative and normative acts, as well as trends of electronic communications market development in the two countries.
The representatives of both regulators took part, jointly with other delegations from 20 countries in the Regional Forum for Europe and CIS, organized by ITU and the ministry of Information Development of Moldova. 
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
