ANRCETI VISITED BY ITU SECRETARY GENERAL

On August 26, ITU Secretary General, Dr. Hamadoun Toure, visited the National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technology. The visit was part of the Secretary General’s program of participation in the regional Forum for Europe and CIS countries, held in Chisinau.      

Dr. Hamadoun Toure, accompanied by Orozobek Kaiykov, chief of ITU Regional Office, Oleg Rotaru, Deputy Minister of Information Development and other officials had a meeting with the ANRCETI Administrative Board and chiefs of divisions. ANRCETI Director, Valerii Diozu, made a presentation of basic activities and objectives pursued by the regulator, at the same time mentioning the current challenges the authority faces.  He said that ensuring the implementation of the Law on Electronic Communications is a current top-priority task for the Agency specifying that the Agency specialists are now involved in relevant market analysis, development of cost calculation methodology for interconnection and access services, establishing quality indicators for electronic communications services. 
In a different context, the director highly appreciated the current stage of collaboration relationship of ANRCETI with ITU and other international and European organizations, underlining the real benefit the Agency obtains from their assistance.
In his turn, Hamadoun Toure thanked the Moldavian party for the most constructive collaboration of the Agency with ITU bureaus and active participation in ITU events: forums, conferences, seminars. He expressed his confidence that ITU would continue to organize events so that regulators would be able to exchange experience and thus to increase the efficiency of their activity .  

It was the first visit of the ITU Secretary General, Hamadoun Toure, in the Republic of Moldova. He took part in the Regional Forum „ NGN and Broadband, Opportunities

and Challenges”, held in Chisinau, Moldova, on August 24th -26th 2009, organized by ITU and the Ministry of Information Development of the Republic of Moldova.
