ANRCETI APPROVED REGULATORY AND MONITORING FEE FOR 2010  

The Administrative Board of the National Regulatory Agency for Electronic Communications and Information Technologies (ANRCETI – www.anrceti.md), at one of its regular sessions, examined the situation on the electronic communications market and the tendencies of its development, the draft plan of ANRCETI activity and budget for 2010, and as a follow-up, on basis of those documents, approved the quantum of the regulatory and monitoring fee for 2010.   
The Board decided to approve the quantum of 0,17% of the revenue generated from the activity in electronic communications by providers of electronic communications networks and services. In taking this decision the board had regard to the sector development forecasts for 2010 and ANRCETI’s need to ensure its conforming activity with the view of enforcing the provisions of the Law on Electronic Communications and implementing the strategies in the sector.
The decision was adopted pursuant to the Law on Electronic Communications that provides for ANRCETI setting the amount of regulatory and monitoring fees for the following before November 1, at a level sufficient for its sustainable activity.  According to the law, the amount is set in correlation with the revenues from activities in electronic communications sector, the cap being 0,3% of the revenues.   

According to the Administrative Board Decision, the providers of electronic communications networks and services are to pay the established fees from January 1, 2010, quarterly, by transfer to ANCETI bank account, before the 15th of the month immediately following after the current quarter.      

ANRCETI Board Decision becomes effective on the day it is published in the “Official Gazette of the Republic of Moldova”. 
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
